100% Shiraz

Dark cherry red with purple hues 

Winemakers’ Notes 

This is a rich intense red wine with lashings 

of black fruit, dark chocolate and white 

pepper on the nose. The vast red fruit 

flavours of plum and strawberry come 

through to create a smooth, balanced, and 

lifted palate. The oak influence, although 

apparent, is very well integrated with some 

lovely savoury notes. The sweet berry fruit, 

appealing cinnamon spice and dusty cocoa 

aromas influence a beautiful long lasting 

taste in the mouth.

Produced from 38 year-old vines, this wine 

will continue to develop beautifully with 

time in bottle.
